T
he clouds on the prairie 
are unlike anywhere 
else. Voluminous 
and mercurial, they 
make the skies of 
Saskatchewan dynamic 
and alive, a continual 
reel of ethereal shapes 
and forms, like some 

avant-garde film of abstract art. Land of 
Living Skies. It’s the provincial tagline seen 
on all vehicle licence plates, rather poetic 
for something so pragmatic. But that seems 
to be Saskatchewan’s character…lyrical yet 
down-to-earth.

Under the summer skies, this essence 
is all the more pronounced. Wheat and 
canola fields sway under the sun, crystalline 
rivers and lakes welcome with warm 
waters, fat heirloom tomatoes and radishes 
beckon, juicy and crisp. There’s canoeing 
and portaging to a historic cabin, kayaking 
along a city’s surprisingly green shoreline, 
wake-boarding on a lake in the middle of 
a national park, hiking with mushrooms 
underfoot and the whisper of aspen leaves.

Summer in Saskatchewan is a revelation. 
It’s as Grey Owl wrote: “The feel of a 

canoe gunnel at the thigh, the splash of 
flying spray in the face, the rhythm of the … 
trail, the beckoning of far-off hills and valleys, 
the majesty of the tempest, the calm and 
silent presence of the trees that seem  
to muse and ponder in their silence….”  
Oh yes, I feel all these things en route to 
Grey Owl’s cabin on the shores of Ajawaan 
Lake in Prince Albert National Park in central 
Saskatchewan. 

Grey Owl was the name Archibald 
Belaney gave himself, part of the First 
Nations identity he fabricated. An 
Englishman who came to Canada in the 
early 1900s, he became a trapper and later a 
braided-hair, buckskin-wearing wildlife and 
conservation advocate, living in this remote 
lakeshore cabin with Anahareo, a Mohawk 
woman, and a family of beavers he rescued

a tale of two 
rockies

on the west coast of Greenland, 250 km north of the Arctic Circle, you can stand at the edge of the Ilulissat Icefjord. 
This UNESCO World Heritage Site is the only spot (other than Antarctica; see page 8) where you can watch a massive ice 
sheet, glacial ice-stream and calved icebergs empty—in real-time, hi-def drama—into a fjord. See story on the Arctic, page 36. 
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behind the scene

Greenland’s ILULISSAT ICEFJORD is huge 
(40,240 hectares huge). This is where Sermeq 

Kujalleq, one of the fastest and most active 
glaciers in the world, stretches from the Greenland 
ice cap into the sea, calving icebergs into Disko Bay 

and then Davis Strait, Baffin Bay and beyond. To stand 
at the edge of this river of ice, as it gurgles, crackles 

and shimmers, is like spying on a living thing. Or 
dying. It’s the last bit of the Northern Hemisphere’s 

continental ice sheets from the Quaternary Ice 
Age. The oldest ice here dates back 250,000 

years, a Pandora’s Box of knowledge 
about climate change.  —B.Sligl

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get lyrical 
Palms sway and symphonic notes stir. It’s 

warm enough to sit upon the grass in a sleeveless shirt 
and watch stars pop out one by one, surrounded by like-minded 

Miamians and feel abuzz in South Beach while also still in a moment of 
serenity.  // This is Soundscape Park at the New World Center, home of the 

New World Symphony in Miami. Both educational campus and laboratory (it’s 
a post-graduate orchestral academy) and striking public park and architectural 

space (designed by architect Frank Gehry), it’s just steps from South Beach’s sand, 
water and Art Deco beauty, making it one of this city’s must-visit destinations. // 
Inside, the lyrical lines of Gehry’s design seem to mimic the curves and swoops of 
musical notes, adding another layer to this already multi-faceted place. From the 

rooftop garden there are wow views of that renowned beach, Biscayne Bay and the 
Atlantic (it’s also a great spot for group receptions, parties and performances). // 

But the encore is back outside, under those stars during one of the so-called 
Wallcasts, when musical performances are screened on the pristine-white 

exterior of the New World Center for picnicking guests spread out on 
blankets and folding chairs, sipping wine and soaking up the 

sound beneath the palms. And come morning, there’s 
a yoga session under the same trees…
